On the state side, Kevin Roberts and myself from the MOV, along with other builders across the state met at
the state office on Tuesday, June 16th and had a discussion with the State Energy Department about the new
energy codes that have been added to the new 2009 IRC codes.

Afterwards we headed to the Fire Commissioners office and was involved in a hearing about the adoption of
the 2009 building codes.

For those who haven't read anything about this, the new regulations will cause the builder to spent in the
neighborhood of $10,000.00 dollars for a little 1700 square foot home. Now imagine the cost on a 4000 SF
home?? The problem with this is the house is sold by appraisal value and this additional cost to the builder
is not included in an appraisal, so we are having to figure out whether to continue building or go do
something else. No builder in this day and age can afford to eat $10 grand. Also, the fire industry is trying
to enforce the use of sprinkler systems to be installed in town houses and one and two story residential
homes. This was a hot issue and our Bill Blackmur introduced several key points offsetting most of the
testimony given by the fire industry. There were several issues of importance to our industry and we hope
that ourletters and testimonies will have great results so we can afford to continue to build and remodel.

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Common Home Problems and Solutions

Is your home cold, drafty, or uncomfortable? Do you have high energy bills? Ice dams? Peeling paint? Excessive dust?
Addressing these types of home problems can make your home more comfortable, and at the same time improve its
energy efficiency & saving you money on utility bills and helping to protect the environment too.

High Energy Bills
High utility bills in summer and winter can often be traced to air leaks in your home's envelope, inefficient windows or
inefficient or incorrectly installed heating and cooling equipment, or poorly sealed and insulated ducts.

Mold, Mildew or Musty Odors

Water leaks or high humidity can lead to mold and mildew. This can cause wood rot, structural damage, peeling paint,
and a variety of health problems. Often, high humidity in homes with central air conditioners can be traced to
improperly sized or installed air conditioners.

Damp Basement
A damp basement is commonly caused by moisture migrating through the foundation. As this moisture evaporates, it
increases indoor humidity and can promote the growth of mold & resulting in an uncomfortable house.

Cold Floors in Winter
Some types of floor coverings (such as wood, stone, tile, or concrete) will naturally feel cold on bare feet. However,
insufficient insulation or air infiltration can also cause cold floors.

Drafty Rooms
Cold air coming into or going out of your house, especially through leaks hidden in the attic and basement, can cause

rooms to feel drafty and uncomfortable.

Dust
Increased dust could be a sign that it is time to change your air filter or that your ductwork is not well sealed.

Moisture on Windows
Inefficient windows or high indoor moisture levels from air leaks can result in condensation, frost, or pools of water
on windows and sills.

Ice Dams
Warm air inside your home leaks into the attic and will warm the underside of the roof causing snow and ice to melt
and refreeze as it runs off your roof & forming icicles and ice dams.

Peeling Paint
Peeling or cracking paint on your home's exterior may be a sign of a humidity problem or improper paint application.

Hot or Cold Rooms

Significant differences in temperature from one room to another could be caused by several factors, including
inadequate insulation, air leakage, poor duct performance, and improperly installed heating, ventilation, and air
conditioning (HVAC) system.

Dry Indoor Air in Winter
Air leaks in your home allow warm humid air to escape and draw in drier colder air.

DESIGN BUILD

Design-build" is defined as providing responsibility within a single contract for design, construction or alteration of a building or
buildings, together with incidental approaches, structures and facilities to be constructed, in which services within the scope of the
practice of professional engineering or architecture, as defined by the laws of the State of West Virginia, are performed by an
engineer or architect duly licensed in the State of West Virginia and in which services within the scope of construction
contracting, as defined by the laws of the State of West Virginia, are performed by a contractor qualified and licensed under the
applicable statutes. The design-build method of construction may not be used for any other construction projects, such as highway,
water or sewer projects.”Design-build contract”" means the contract between an agency and a design-builder to furnish the
architecture, engineering, and related services as required, for a given public project, and to furnish the labor, materials and other
construction of services for the same public project. A design-build contract may be conditional upon subsequent refinements in
scope and price, and may permit the agency to make changes in the scope of the project without invalidating the design-build
contract.

West Virginia Unemployment Compensation Law
The West Virginia Legislature, meeting in regular session, passed senate Bill 246 which amended the West Virginia
Unemployment Compensation Law. Governor Manchin has signed this bill into law.

This amendment changed the definition of wages to include that part of remuneration equal to $12,000 per calendar year per
employee. This increases the taxable wage base from $8,000 per employee to $12,000. It also, states that the threshold wage will
be reduced to $9,000 when the Unemployment Compensation Trust Fund reaches $220 million and sets the calculation for the
threshold wage for each year thereafter.

If you have already filed your first quarter 2009 wage and contribution reports and your employee(s) met the $8,000 limit in the
first quarter, you will need to pay on $4,000 when you file your second quarter 2009 wage and contribution reports. If your
employee(s) did not meet the $8,000 in the first quarter, you will need to pay until they have reached the $12,000 taxable wage
base.

This amendment changed misconduct to gross misconduct and added language pertaining to drug use without a valid prescription,
manipulating a sample for a drug or alcohol test or refusing to submit to random drug testing for alcohol or illegal controlled
substances for employees in safety sensitive positions.

This amendment also disqualifies an individual from receiving unemployment benefits if they accepted an early retirement
incentive package except in certain circumstances.

1 Use Water Based or Latex Paintd Alkyd or solvent based paints are particularly bad in the VOC department, and can
contain as many as 300 toxic ingredients, half of which are carcinogenic. Water-based or latex paints use water as a
thinner instead, eliminating the threat. Furthermore, and contrary to popular belief, water and latex based paints are
suitable for all but the most demanding exterior applications.

1 Use Paint Instead of Stainsd Non-paint exterior wood finishes contain high levels of pesticides that are not present in
paints. For that reason alone, painting is a greener choice when it comes to choosing an exterior finish for your home.

I Use Low-VOC, Water-based Wood Finishesd Wood finishes are usually more volatile than paints, making the
selection of low-VOC and water-based finishes that much more important. Be aware that many water based finishes still
contain potentially harmful solvents, biocides, and other chemicals that off-gas into the air prior to drying, though they're
still far superior from a green perspective than the alternatives.

1 Practice Safe Application Proceduresd Even low- and no-VOC paints and stains can have potentially adverse effects
on homeowners when they are initially applied, and improper application can lead to other problems down the road. Be
sure to follow the manufacturer's application instructions, and keep interior windows and doors shut during and directly
after application to reduce the amount of VOCs that make their way into your home.

Green Exterior Painting Projects and the Environment
The other reason to go green with your exterior finish is because it's easier on the environment. Here are some things you can do to
make sure your exterior finish project is as environmentally friendly as possible.

1 VOCs and Air Pollutiond VOCs can react with sunlight to create ground level ozoned a major contributor to smog in
highly populated areas. Low- and no-VOC paints and stains help to reduce this phenomenon.

9 Choose Dark Colors for Exterior Stainsd Darker stains protect wood better from UV rays, increase the time between
re-staining projects, and you'll need to use less stain overall when it does come time to re-treat your home.

1 Buy Recycled Paintsd If you aren't picky about colors, consider purchasing recycled paint. It eliminates waste, helps to
minimize groundwater contamination, and it will save you money.

1 Carefully Calculate the Amount of Paint You Need, and Dispose of Leftovers Properlyd Improperly disposed of
paints and stains can leach into groundwater and contaminate drinking supplies. You can minimize waste by carefully

1 Measuring out the amount of paint you'll need in the first place, and you can help reduce unnecessary pollution by
contacting the proper authorities to obtain hazardous waste disposal guidelines, or the location of paint recycling centers
in your area, if you have leftovers.

Which Shade of Green is Right for You?

While going green with your exterior paint or stain job is a smart choice for you, your family, and the environment, it's not
unusual for homeowners to feel a little overwhelmed when presented with the full scope of green remodeling options. If you're
feeling unsure about how green you're willing to go, there's no need to worry.
